Sapona Pool Rules & Regulations
To ensure a safe, enjoyable, and relaxing environment for all members and guests, the following pool rules and regulations have been established. All members, guests, and children are expected to comply with these guidelines. Pool staff are authorized to always enforce these rules.
General Conduct
1. Conduct at the pool must be respectful and considerate to ensure the greatest enjoyment for all members and guests. Pool Staff have full authority to enforce all pool rules, and their directions must be always followed.
2. Members and guests must check in upon entering the pool area at the Turn House or other designated check-in location.
3. Sapona Golf Club maintains a “Swim at Your Own Risk” pool facility. No lifeguards are provided. Members and guests assume full responsibility for their safety and the supervision of children or dependents in their care.
4. Sapona Golf Club is not responsible for accidents, injuries, or the loss or theft of personal property, including clothing, towels, or other belongings.
Children & Supervision
5. Children under fourteen (16) years of age must be accompanied and always supervised by a responsible individual eighteen (18) years of age or older.
6. Children wearing diapers must wear approved swim diapers or rubber pants while in the pool and must always be accompanied by a parent or supervising adult.
Health & Safety
7. A cleansing shower is required before entering the pool to remove oils, lotions, and other substances.
8. Proper swim attire is always required. Cut-off shorts, denim, or street clothing are not permitted in the pool.
9. Individuals with open wounds, contagious illnesses, skin disorders, or other conditions that may pose a health risk to others may not enter the pool.
10. Diving is not permitted in the pool.
11. All accidents or injuries, no matter how minor, must be reported immediately to the turn house.
Behavior & Pool Activities
12. Running, roughhousing, pushing, dunking, or any unsafe or disruptive behavior is strictly prohibited in the pool area.
13. Throwing objects such as Frisbees, wet clothing, or other items is not permitted.
14. Swim masks (Glass is not allowed), snorkels, and fins may only be used with approval from Sapona staff.
15. Toys such as balls, rings, or water guns may be permitted at the discretion of Sapona staff depending on pool usage and safety considerations.
16. Styrofoam flotation devices may be permitted for non-swimming children up to five (5) years of age.
17. Radios and personal music devices must be used at a low volume or with headphones to avoid disturbing other guests.
18. Foul or abusive language will not be tolerated and may result in suspension of pool privileges.
Pool Deck & Facility Use
19. Pool furniture must be covered with a towel when in use.
20. Reserving or saving chairs for individuals not present in the pool area is not permitted.
21. Members and guests are expected to help maintain a clean environment by properly disposing of trash and personal items.
22. Smoking is permitted only in designated areas.
23. Glass containers, glassware, coolers, and sharp objects are strictly prohibited in the pool area.
Food & Beverage
24. All food and beverages must be consumed in designated areas of the pool facility.
25. All food and beverages must be purchased from the Pool Snack Bar or Sapona Clubhouse. Members may order food from the Clubhouse and return to the pool area with their purchase. No outside alcohol is allowed but coolers are permitted.
26. Outside beverages, including alcoholic beverages, are strictly prohibited. Bringing outside alcohol onto the premises violates North Carolina ABC laws and may result in immediate suspension of privileges without refund of dues.

Guest Policy:
The Club may limit the number of guests a member may bring into the pool. Guests must be accompanied by the sponsoring member. 
· A family may bring no more than four (4) guests to the pool on any one day. (Unless approved by the Club.) 
· Any non-member is considered a guest. There is a $10.00 per guest fee for adults and children, to be paid upon entering the pool area. Children 2 and under are allowed in at no charge. 
· Members must register all guests upon entering the pool area. Failure to register a guest may result in a fine or lost of privileges. 
· Primary members are responsible for all guests that any family members (including your children) bring to the pool.
·  If a guest leaves the pool and re-enters on the same day, there will be no additional charge. 
· Babysitter Pass 
· One full-time sitter may be added for the summer pool season. ($50.00 charge for summer) 
· Sitters must be at least 16 years old and may only enter the facilities when accompanying the member’s children.
· Occasional sitters must adhere to the guest fee policy. ($10.00)
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
